SEAOSD Member Dinner Meeting:
Lessons Learned from the Shake Table Testing at UC San Diego

The shake table testing of a 7-story residential building slice at the University of Califor-
nia, San Diego in 2006 endorsed a number of displacement-based design approaches.
The building was designed for lateral forces that were significantly lower than those
prescribed by current design codes and yet, its seismic performance was not only very
satisfactory but rather predictable. This landmark test taught a number of lessons,
some of which had been pointed out by past researchers but have not found their way
into design codes and practice. These presentations will present the main lessons
learned and will shed light on ways to implement the findings in design.

Dr. Englekirk will also discuss the conceptual design of the shear wall that was tested
on the UCSD shake table. He will extend these design concepts into concepts which
can be used for both a force and displacement based design of shear wall buildings.

Robert E. Englekirk is founder of the Englekirk Companies, responsible for more than
